Dear Parents/Guardians,

We have worked with the Milwaukee Safety Commission and the Bureau of Traffic Engineering to develop a safe route for your children to take to school which recommends that they cross busy streets where there is the protection of school crossing signs, traffic control signals or a school crossing guard.

We have enclosed a map which shows the locations at which your child should cross busy streets to take advantage of this protection on the way to school.  The arrows on the map show where students living within that area should make their crossing.  We ask that you walk your child to school for several days to teach the suggested safe route since young children cannot read street signs or maps.  Show them where to cross the busy streets and teach them how to do it safely.  Point out any hazards (driveways, alleys, railroad tracks, etc.) that they may face on their way to school.

Students traveling along the safe route will meet other students along the way and would then be traveling in groups.  This makes them visible to drivers since it is easier to see groups of children crossing streets rather than an individual child.

For those parents who drive their children to school, please note the following:

· Children may be dropped off and picked up on the WEST side of 66th Street.  A crossing guard or cadet will assist your child in crossing the street.  Please do NOT park on the east side of the street as it creates significant traffic problems, and makes it very dangerous for our students to cross.

· If you are coming into the building, please park on the south side of KK Parkway west of Manitoba. Do not park on the school side as this is the area where buses line up.

· Please observe the “NO PARKING” signs to ensure the safety for all of our children.  Please refrain from parking near the corners as this reduces visibility for our cadets and creates a safety hazard for our children.

· Teach students by example by crossing at designated spots.  Look for the cadet or crossing guard.
