
What does the Rufus King Booster Club do?

The Rufus King Booster Club volunteers at the Bradley Center concession stands.  The concession stands are run by Levy Restaurants.

What will I do at the Bradley Center?

You might work a register, help fill orders, cook the meats or wrap them, make nachos or fries, fill popcorn buckets or pour beer or soda.  Everyone will help with preparing the stand for the event and clean up afterwards.

What should I wear?

All volunteers must wear black or khaki pants and non-slip shoes, (NO BLUE JEANS, shorts, heels or open toe shoes). You will be provided with a Levy shirt after you check in. The only thing allowed underneath the Levy shirt will be a white t-shirt or long sleeved white shirt. If you have worked before please bring your plain blue hat otherwise a hat will be provided to you once you get to the stand. 

What time do I have to be at the Bradley Center?

Please arrive two hours before the event starts.

Is there any special training for the Bradley Center?
All volunteers are required to complete an annual on-line alcohol training session. The instructions will be provided each year.
What entrance do I use?

Please enter at Lobby D, which is the northwest corner of the Bradley Center near 5th St and Highland. Please check in at the volunteer table and proceed up the escalator to our stand.

How old do you have to be to volunteer at the Bradley Center?

All volunteers must be at least eighteen years of age.  Students can use this time for community service.

How many events do we work?

The Booster Club will be assigned to 26 - 28 events including Bucks, Marquette & Admirals games, special events and concerts.  

How much money do we make?

We receive 12% of the sales less any cash shortages.  The average per event for the 2008- 2009 season was $650 and this benefited thirty-two different groups, teams and organizations.  When you volunteer you designate where you would like your portion of the profits to go.
Is free parking available?

We are given a limited number of parking passes per event.  Carpooling is recommended.  There are several parking lots nearby and free street parking north of the Bradley Center.
