There are 13 possible meets for LCA students to attend.  Team members will choose their categories and intended meets in advance, as we must reserve their places very early and pay for busses and entrance fees.  Students must participate in at least four meets to be on the team.  Students making a commitment to a meet and not showing up will be fined $25.00 to repay wasted bus and entrance fees.  It is important to note that “no-shows” count against our team scores, so please only sign up for meets you know for sure you can attend.  Some alternates may be available to replace team members who have a sudden illness or emergency.

To qualify for the state tournament, team members must average a score of at least 37 points over their top three meets.  Possible points for each round are 42.  Every individual team member is eligible for ribbons, medals, and trophies based upon their personal performance at each meet.  Our team receives a trophy when all team members achieve a combined top score in comparison with other schools in attendance.

Parents are welcome to attend meets, and in many cases may quietly watch their child perform.  Parents are also encouraged to sign up as a “Coach Assistant” for any all meets their child will attend.

Busses are provided round trip from Lincoln unless otherwise specified.  Pick up times are approximate and subject to weather and meet delays.  Students attending the Roosevelt meet should be picked up there, as it is only a mile from Lincoln.
