Men’s Audition Monologues From: “You’re a Good Man Charlie Brown”

CHARLIE BROWN:  I think lunchtime is the worst time of the day for me.  Always having to sit here … alone.  Of course, the mornings aren’t so pleasant either.  Lying there and wondering if anyone would really notice if I never got out of bed.  Then there’s the nighttime.  Lying in bed, thinking of all the stupid things I’ve done during the day … and all those hours in between when I do all those stupid things.  Well … lunchtime is among the worst times of the day for me.  

Well …I guess I’d better see what I’ve got.  

STAGE DIRECTION: (He opens a pantomime lunch bag and pulls out a sandwich.)

CHARLIE BORWN: Peanut butter – yuck!

STAGE DIRECTION: (He takes a bit of the pantomime sandwich and starts to chew – miserably.)

CHARLIE BROWN: Some psychiatrists say that people who eat peanut butter sandwiches are lonely.

STAGE DIRECTION: (He thinks for a moment as he chews.)

CHARLIE BORWN: I guess they’re right.

STAGE DIRECTION: (He chews some more, then seems to be having a problem speaking the next line with his tongue stuck to the roof of his mouth.)

CHARLIE BROWN: And when you’re really lonely, the peanut butter sticks to the roof of your mouth. 

Following you’re monologue; please sing a song, loud and clear.  It can be a song of your choice or just “Happy Birthday”.  This is just so we can see if we can hear you, and if you can stay on pitch. Everyone is required to sing, whether you think of yourself as a singer or not.  Feel free to make it creative, just try to stay on pitch.
