Women’s Audition Monologue From: “You’re a Good Man Charlie Brown”

LUCY: Linus … do you know what I intend?  I intend to be a queen.  I’ll be the biggest queen that ever was.  When I go out in my coach, all the people will wave and I will shout at them.  And when I go out in my carriage … all the people will cheer … and I will wave at them.  I will wear my crown in swimming and everything.  And all the people … all the people … all the people will wave …

STAGE DIRECTION: (Lucy has clearly been interrupted by Linus who tells her she cannot be a queen because it is an inherited title.)

LUCY:  … and I will shout at them.  … What do you mean I can’t be a queen?!  

STAGE DIRECTION:  (Pacing back and forth, trying to come up with a plan.)

LUCY:  There must be a loophole.  These kinds of things always have a loophole.

STAGE DIRECTION: (She sees Linus shake his head “no way”.)

LUCY:  Okay … if I can’t be a queen I’ll be very rich.  I’ll work and work until I am very rich.  Then … I will buy myself a queendom.  Yes, I will buy myself a queendom … and when I go out in my coach all the people will wave and I will shout at them.  All the people …

STAGE DIRECTION: (She gets involved in the TV program before her and her voice trails off.)

LUCY: … all the people …

STAGE DIRECTION:  Pause … while watching the TV … deeply involved in the program.)

LUCY:  What?  Oh … what happened to my queendom?  

STAGE DIRECTION:  (Pause … while she thinks.)

LUCY:  Oh … I’ve given that up.  I’ve decided to devote my life to cultivating my natural beauty.

STAGE DIRECTION:  (She fixes her hair.)
