Automotive - Small Learning Community

Pulaski’s Automotive Small Learning Community offers courses that prepare students for employment in Automotive Service and Auto Body Service areas related to the automotive industry.  Students are provided with technical hands-on experiences needed to enable them to become employed immediately upon graduation from high school; or they may decide to go on to a technical school or college. 

Students learn to work with the latest up-to-date equipment in modern shop facilities and vehicles. All of the automotive courses (Brakes, Engine Repair, Engine Performance, Electrical, Steering and Suspension) are taught by Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) certified instructors.  Pulaski is one of only a few high schools nationally, to have its Automotive Technology Program ASE certified by NATEF (National Automotive Technicians Education Foundation) since 1995.
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Pulaski’s Automotive SLC also offers co-operative work programs to gain on-the-job work experience while still in high school.  Students may elect to enter the Automotive Youth Educational System (AYES) Apprenticeship Program, which is a manufacturer sponsored training program between automotive dealerships and high schools.  As an AYES intern, each student will have a paid, full time job during the summer between junior and senior year; and part-time employment during the school year at a participating dealership. AYES schools meet the highest academic and career preparation standards.  In order to become affiliated with AYES, a secondary school’s automotive technology program must be certified by the National Institute for Automotive Service Excellence (NIASE).

A vigorous academic curriculum is a necessity in preparing our students for workplace skills and knowledge.  English, Math, Science, Social Studies, and Computer Technology are integrated into the four-year course of study. 

Students can earn transcripted credit through articulated college courses at WCTC, and advanced standing at MATC. 

Scholarships are available for students pursuing automotive careers from the Foundation of Wisconsin Automobile and Truck Dealers Association, AYES, Snap-On Tool Corporation, and ADAMM (Automobile Dealer Association of Mega Milwaukee).
