Meeting began at 8:00a.m with 50 schools represented.

1)     Welcome (Stephanie Jones 475-8122)
2)     Title IV - Grant application awards for 2009-2010 (David Weingrod 475-8057)

  a)  On May 15th, schools will be notified if they are awarded the grant for Title IV.

  b)  Title IV will be initiating a new program called Service Learning / Character Program for K-8 schools
i)   On May 16th from 9:00a.m. - 1:00p.m. at McDowell School their will be an introduction session for the      

      new program.  Please call David Weingrod at 475-8828 to register.

3)     MPS Summer School Programs (Sandra Schroeder 475-8238)
a) High School Credit Recovery Courses
i) High School courses are open to all high school students, living in the city of Milwaukee, and are offered at ten (10) MPS sites. The high school focus is to recover core subject area credits for 9-12 graders. 
ii) The high school program begins Friday, June 26 and continues through Friday, July 31, 2009. Classes run from 8:30 a.m. – 10:30 a.m. and 10:30 a.m. – 12:30 p.m. Students may take one or two  classes and earn ½ credit to 1 credit, accordingly.
4) Students who live outside the city and attend public or private suburban high schools or MPS through open enrollment are classified as Tuition Students and, therefore, must pay tuition or have a tuition waiver on file with MPS in order to attend Summer School
a) All registrations for non-MPS students must include a copy of the student’s transcript. Priority registration must be completed no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, June 5, 2009.
5) Elementary/K5-8/Middle Grades

a) The focus of the 2009 Summer School is to improve the reading, language arts, and math skills of our K-8 grade students who are currently performing at the minimal or basic level based on their Student Promotion System (SPS) scores and the State Test (WKCE) proficiency levels. The five week, Monday through Thursday program will be held Monday, June 29 – Thursday, July 30 from 9:00 a.m. – 12:00 noon. Breakfast and lunch will be provided by MPS. Select MPS Summer School sites will also provide dinner.
b) Teachers in the summer program will demonstrate the Characteristics of High Performing Urban Classrooms, follow the MPS Comprehensive Literacy Framework, concentrate on the Five Components of Reading (Phonemic Awareness, Phonics, Comprehension, Fluency, and Vocabulary) and focus on the grade level Learning Targets and State Standards in Math.

c) Many of the Summer School sites offer different types of afternoon wraparound or recreation programs, including Friday field trips and extended hours for working parents (7:00-9:00 a.m. and 4:00-6:00 p.m.). 
4)     Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Consultation (Dare Boling 438-3413)

a) Results of survey are as follows: 1st choice- 1 additional special education itinerant teacher and 2nd Choice- 1 additional Speech/Language Pathologist
b) Stimulus money is still in conversation, when the information becomes clearer the non-publics will be notified via portal, phone calls or email.  Reminder: stimulus funds are available 2 years only.
c) PD is being offered for Non-Public School staff and parents on Child Find, Special Education Criteria, IEPs Vs Services Plans on Monday, May 18, from 1-3pm at MPS Central Office Auditorium.  A flyer and email will be coming out with additional information.
5)     Title II Allocations – “Follow-up from February 5th Consultation” - Finance (Cathie Anderson)
a) Only schools located within the MPS LEA may participate in Title II, Part A through MPS. 

b) Allocations are awarded based upon the total K5- 12 number of students enrolled in each school. The per pupil is the same for all students.  Previously, MPS had allocated Title II based on  a greater weight for free and reduced Milwaukee students. 

c) The law allows alternatives to the enrollment count method if the methodology takes both the number and the educational needs of the public and private school students into account. The method used by MPS did not take into account the educational needs to private school students nor the poverty count of non-resident students.
6)     Title I updates – Use of Title I funds, end of year surveys, testing and evaluation (Stephanie Jones)
a) Please get in your fall surveys as soon as possible.

b) Widalys will go thru surveys submitted and contact schools that have not turned in surveys.

c) Non-public homepage is in the process of getting updated.

d) Testing is in May

e) Deadlines will not change.

7)     Equitable Participation for 2008-2009 (Stephanie Jones)
a)  The percentage equitable participation showed both increases and decreases in the 2008/2009 school year from that of 2007/2008Title I decrease from 21.63% to 21.26% 

i) Title II increased from 22.83% to 23.68%

ii) Title IId and Title III and Title IV did not change  TII remained at 22.47%, TIII remained at 14.52% and TIV remained at 20.67% 

8)     Title program request end of year timeline (Stephanie Jones)

a) Title Program Requests Deadlines:
i) Friday May 22, 2009 is the last day to submit Milwaukee Non-public School Title Program Requests for MPS payments under Titles IIA, III, and Reading First (items such as registrations, reimbursements to individuals, stipends), and last day to submit request documentation for any items completed on or before this date. 

(Information must be submitted by 4:00 PM)

1. Required supporting documentation for these expenditures must be submitted with request. No expenditures may be made with Title funds after June 30, the end of the fiscal year, and none will be processed without completed and approved request form and any accompanying documentation. 

2. Approved Title Program request for which needed documentation ex.:(receipts or other proof of payment or proof of completion) is not submitted in time to allow MPS to process them before June 30, 2009 WILL NOT be paid with current year Title Funds. This means all documentation needed for requests to be processed with funds which were allocated for 2008-2009 must be received by June 7, 2009. Schools may resubmit requests for reimbursements in the following year, but payment will come from that year’s allocation if and when required documentation becomes available.  

3. Schools are also encouraged not to wait until deadlines to submit documentation.  It is the responsibility of the requesting school to see that required requests and documentation are submitted completely and on time.

4. Request training is offered 4 times per school year.  Please send a representative to the training.

5. Widalys will do report of schools who did not attend a training and target those schools to encourage them to attend.

i. Site visits will begin next month.

9)     Counseling Services (Phyllis Anderson)

a)  Counseling is for schools that do not have a provider attending.

10)   Title I Allocations – “Follow-up from February 5th Consultation” (Phyllis Anderson)
a) Initial Allocations 

i) Initial Title I amounts are distributed so that the District’s Title I programs in Non-Public Schools can begin the same time public school programs begin.

1. The initial amounts do not include the final carryover amount because it is unknown at that time and only estimated.

2. Therefore, final amounts may increase or decrease based on the carryover amounts for Title programs.
3. We suggested you planned the programs with the vendors very conservatively at that time until final Title I amounts are known.

b) During the 2008-2009 School Year
i) 2nd Allocation Letter distributed 

1. This led to many questions about allocation changes at the February consultation meeting.  
Therefore, the district began to ask questions as to the terminology of “Total Private School Enrollment” which means Milwaukee Residents K5 to 17 years old only.  In the past, this numbers has included K4, 18 year old, and non-Milwaukee resident students.  

c) Final Allocations

i) The Final Title I Allocations were based on Milwaukee Residents K5 to 17 years old divided by the Milwaukee Resident Low Income Enrollment which equals your percent of poverty.  Remember, this data comes from the information submitted for the enrollment counts on November 30, 2007.

b) Stimulus- we expect to receive several millions of dollars.  They will be allocated the same way as Title Funds but will only be available for 2 years

11)   Title III Allocations – “Follow-up from February 5th Consultation” (Jesus Santos 475-8091 and Deb Spotz 475-8800)
a) Information for potential participants in 09-10 (which are St. John Kanty, Messmer High, Messmer Prep and St. Martini)
i. Schools are to email Deb Spotz spotzda@milwaukee.k12.wi.us  with the list of any students that you may want to include in testing so that the students are properly identified.
ii. Access test results will be sent to the schools as soon as the results arrive to the district. 

b) There was a slight increase in TIII funding
