EETT Grant Objectives

The Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) grant has three goals: 

· Improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in schools;
· Assist all students in becoming technology literate by the eighth grade; and 
· Encourage the effective integration of technology with teacher training and curriculum development to establish successful research-based instructional methods.
EETT Professional Development Project
The EETT Professional Development Project is geared to using instructional technology to help teachers find resources that will enhance the student’s learning.  Because each child has different needs, teachers will utilize a list of profiles or technology resources that will help differentiate instruction.  Online data sources will enable sixth grade teachers to have access to immediate data for curriculum planning in the areas of math and literacy.
Sixth grade teachers will participate in eight full days of professional development focused on integrating the use of technology into the curriculum.  Besides the eight full days, teachers will also learn new ways to use technology as an instructional strategy to meet the differing needs of all students.
Application Overview

The EETT program is funded by a federal grant awarded to MPS by the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction.  Funds are not available to serve all schools serving 6th grade students, the student population being targeted for services.  As a result the district must run a competitive application process to award grant resources to schools.  
A limited number of schools with 20% filled by non-public schools will be chosen to participate through an application process.  The principal should identify a sixth grade teacher who is interested and committed to this ongoing professional development in the area of instructional technologies to increase student achievement.

Teachers selected to participate in the year-long professional development project will be given the use of a laptop computer and LCD projector for use in their classroom for the entire 2009-10 school year.  

Selection Criteria
Schools will be selected based on the successful and timely completion of the application process.  Award criteria are based on: 

· Evidence of need 
· Current level of integration of technology into the curriculum

· Plan for Disseminating Information

· Availability of Technology Infrastructure and Hardware (non-public)
· Commitment of Teacher and School Leader
· Preference given to schools with identified Instructional Technology Leader (ITL)

· Ongoing professional development infused with technology

· New strategic instructional choices that will engage students and increase student achievement

· Opportunities to collaborate with colleagues and be part of a learning community 
· Use of a laptop and LCD projector during the project

· Collaborate with your grade level colleagues and Instructional Technology Leader on ways to integrate technology into the curriculum
· Incorporate into daily lessons instructional technology resources such as NetTrekker, Thinkfinity, Intel, and other Virtual Library resources
