ESEA consultation topics include:

· How MPS will identify the needs of Title I eligible private school children

· What services MPS will offer to eligible private school children

· How and when MPS will make decisions about the delivery of services

· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used

· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children

v. As to date Title IV will not be available for the 2010-11 school year, therefore it is not on the Affirmation of Consultation Application.
b. Signed and completed “Enrollment Summary”
i. If you are a new school opening in 2009-2010 please check the appropriate box.

ii. Section 2 has been revised and detailed targeting the following three questions:
1. Number of Milwaukee and non-Milwaukee resident students enrolled in grades K4 to 12.
2. City of Milwaukee resident students age 17 or younger on December 4, 2009 and enrolled in grades k5 to 12.
3. Milwaukee resident students counted in question #2 who come from low income families.
NCLB Title Program enrollment count requirements:
a. Enrolled and attending school on December 4, 2009
b. Enrolled and attending at least one day before December 4, 2009 and at least one day between December 4, 2009 and the submission of enrollment information.
iii. Use the guidelines provided from the US Department of Education for calculating free & reduced lunch.

2. Title IA : 
a. Title Ia service provider selection period and service provider satisfaction surveys
· Typically scheduled in the month of February and the vendors would be allowed to present at the February Consultation. As of now the month of February is tentative, if it is not held in the month of February, it is a possibility that it may be in March. If so, there will be a Consultation scheduled in order for vendor to present to Private School Officials. Once the RFP selection period is over and the providers for the next contract period have been selected, we will then set the service provider selection period, which will run for a month. 
3. Review of procedures and deadlines for making Title program requests: Titles IIA, III.

a. Title Program possibilities and requirements, needs assessment, evaluation and deadlines 
1. December 16, 2009 

All 2009 Title program requests for stipend payments are due. (Final stipend payments for school year will be made in May and June)
· The standard certificated rate changed to $24.93 –no payments above this rate will be allowed.
2. January 29, 2010 

This is the deadline for submitting Milwaukee Non-public School Title Program Requests for MPS purchase of materials under Titles IIA and III. Schools are strongly encouraged to submit requests for Title programs expenditures early in the year. Last year there were many request that were submitted after the deadline, that were not processed.

3. Friday, May 21, 2010  
This is the deadline for Title program requests involving direct payments with Title program funds for non-public schools under Titles IIA, and III.
4. Supporting Documents 
If approved Title Program requests for which needed documentation (receipts or other proof of payment, for example) is not submitted in time to allow MPS to process them before June 25, 2010 will not be paid with current year Title funds. This means that all documentation needed for requests to be processed with funds allocated for 2009-2010 must be received by June 4, 2010.
5. Schools are also encouraged not to wait until deadlines to submit documentation. It is the responsibility of the requesting school to see that required requests and documentation are submitted completely and on time.

d. Title IV – (Brett Fuller 475-8057) - Stephanie informed the Members of the Coordinated School Health Team that according to Brett Fuller, the Quarterly Meeting set for Monday, November 16th has been canceled. That Brett and the Office of Wellness and Prevention would get back to them in the near future as to when they will reschedule.
 

e. Non-public School Title Program Site Visits in 2009-2010
· Call to request site visits-would prefer to come when Title I teacher is teaching

· Make sure equipment and materials are clearly labeled and separated from regular school materials and equipment.

f. Title Concerns – (Phyllis Anderson, Title I Coordinator, 773-9820)

i. Non-public Needs Assessments-
a. Services based on needs –helps to indentify the needs of the children in the building

b. Request that non-public complete assessment and send to Title 1 office

ii. Eligibility Criterion-
a. Schools may use benchmarks to determine the students that are in need of academic assistance, this should be done by the schools.  Schools should also be using educational instruments to determine this eligibility. Title I teachers aren’t allowed to determine eligible students.  It’s the school responsibility to identify these students.  The Title I teacher uses test to establish ranking within the title 1 program.
iii. Pre-Post Assessments-
a. Will be established for educational instruments that can be used to determine eligibility to for Title 1 services. 
iv. Inventory-Materials ordered in current year must be used for the current year. Materials can not be ordered for the next year with current year funds.  A Process will be established for ordering materials, etc.  Going forward orders will not be allowed to be placed just to expense all allocated funds.  All Title 1 materials must be identified and labeled “Property of MPS Title I.”
v. Title I Vendor Administrative Fees-10% off the top is allowable-Schools will receive an updated memo as to the process established for charging additional fees for scheduling of PD for the schools.  A decision about the process will be rendered by December 1st.
5. RISAC – Religious and Independent School Advisory Committee (Don Kolander  414-453-4567)
The RISAC exists to advocate for and support non-public schools in Milwaukee, in issues related to federal and state funded educational programs. Don Kolander introduced members of the committee so that non-public school officials would be aware of who represented the non-public schools. A contact list of the RISAC will be sent out through the listserv.
6. Other discussion of ESEA / IDEA consultation topics / Questions and Answers: Stephanie asked for everyone to review the ESEA consultation topics. 
· A question was raised in regards to the 4th bullet “How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider”
1. Questions asked:  

· How it is determined that there be 6 students per title I classroom?  
· Can the number of students in a Title I classroom can be less than 6? (the example given was 4 students) 
· Why has this never been a topic of consultation with non-public school officials?
2. Response:
· Ms Anderson stated that according to DPI, 6 is a small class size. If less than 6 students are seen, unfortunately that would allow more room for other students with needs to miss out on service.   
· Ms Anderson stated, typically no; but could be looked at on a case by case matter when there are major circumstances affecting instruction.
· Stephanie stated that this topic had been discussed in previous consultations.

After further reviewing the question in regards to the ESEA consultation topic in question, “How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider.” 
· The response to that particular consultation topic is as follows: MPS does provide services through third party providers per the consultation request of local private schools. Most services are provided at local school sites at times arranged in consultation with those schools.
· The three questions above that were asked and addressed were not related to this particular consultation topic.
