ESEA consultation topics include:

· How MPS will identify the needs of Title I eligible private school children

· What services MPS will offer to eligible private school children

· How and when MPS will make decisions about the delivery of services

· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used
· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children
Title Program Consultation Meeting Agenda and Minutes

Sixty-nine private school representatives signed in for this meeting 
1) Stephanie Jones presented Brett Fuller from MPS Safe and Drug Free Schools Office. Mr. Fuller reported that despite the wonderful news released on Tuesday November 18th that Milwaukee saw a 10% decline in the teen birth rate (for 15-17 year olds) in 2007 Milwaukee is still way above the national average. Milwaukee is now at a 28 year low in the teen birth rate but was still in the top 10 for teen birth rates for 10 years in a row. The City Health Department has set a goal to reduce teen pregnancy by 46% by the year 2015. We have a long ways to go to reach that goal. MPS has 87,000+ students and is addressing this public health issue through a revision of the current K-12 Human Growth and Development Curriculum. This revision is being done in two steps, K-5 and 6-12. The K-5 Curriculum will be going to the board in the near future. The 6-12 curriculum will go to the board in the second semester. MPS realizes the reality is that there are almost 30,000 school age children attending non-MPS schools in the City of Milwaukee. If taken together this would be the second largest school district in the state. This is a city and community problem and MPS is going to try and address this issue through the use of a best practices curriculum. Once the curriculum is approved by the MPS School Board of Directors it will be placed on the MPS portal as a free download for anyone to use. I would also encourage anyone interested in helping or obtaining more information to contact the City of Milwaukee Health Department, the United Way of Greater Milwaukee, or my office. Thank you for your time.

(b) Enrolled and attending at least one day before December 4, 2008 and at least one day between December 4, 2008 and the submission of enrollment information.

b) Title Program requests – 

i) January training – Final Training on ways for non-public schools to use allocations under Titles II, III, IV is scheduled for January 14, 2009.

ii) New stipend policy - This year we will be sending stipend payments to home addresses and we will only be making stipend payments in December and June. When all work done through December has been completed, finish providing relevant information per directions in the document and submit the document with a Title program request that corresponds to the totals to be paid. If the stipend payments that you have requested will be the only ones to be requested this year for your school, you may complete all relevant information about the event in your request and ask for immediate payment. All 2008 Title program requests for stipend payments are due on Wednesday, December 17, 2008. The next and final stipend payments for the school year will be made in May and June of 2009. For schools that have not submitted their personal payment information which was originally due by October 17,2008 will have one final extension which is November 30, 2008.

iii) The only schools that will receive stipend payments in December, are the schools who submitted their personal information on time which was October 17, 2008. For schools that did not submit their personal information by the October 17th date, but did submit requested documentation by November 30, 2008, they will not receive stipend payments until May/June. Any school that does not submit stipend personal information by November 30, 2008 will not be eligible to submit any stipend request for the 2008-2009 year. The reason we requested that you return the document containing the personal payment information on or before October 17, 2008 was so that we could get our system set up to make payments to those individuals.

iv) Deadlines

(1) January 30, 2009 is the deadline for Title Program requests involving the purchase of materials by the district. Schools were strongly encouraged to submit requests for Title programs expenditures early in the year.

(2) May 22, 2009 is the deadline for Title Program requests involving direct payments with Title program funs for non-public schools.

i. Required supporting documentation for these expenditures must be submitted with request. No expenditures may be made with Title funds after June 30, the end of the fiscal year, and none will be processed without completed and approved request form and any accompanying documentation. 

ii. Approved Title Program request for which needed documentation ex.:(receipts or other proof of payment or proof of completion) is not submitted in time to allow MPS to process them before June 30, 2009 WILL NOT be paid with current year Title Funds. This means all documentation needed for requests to be processed with funds which were allocated for 2008-2009 must be received by June 7, 2009. Schools may resubmit requests for reimbursements in the following year, but payment will come from that year’s allocation if and when required documentation becomes available.  

iii. Schools are also encouraged not to wait until deadlines to submit documentation.  It is the responsibility of the requesting school to see that required requests and documentation are submitted completely and on time.
