Under the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA, now commonly referred to as “No Child Left Behind” legislation), Milwaukee Public Schools is required to engage in consultations on key issues that affect the ability of eligible private school students to participate equitably in Title programs. Any non-public school serving City of Milwaukee resident students may attend these consultation meetings, even if they are not currently participating in Title programs with the district. ESEA consultation topics include:

· How MPS will identify the needs of Title I eligible private school children

· What services MPS will offer to eligible private school children

· How and when MPS will make decisions about the delivery of services

· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used

· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children

November 15, 2007 Milwaukee Private School ESEA Title Program Consultation Meeting Minutes

65 private school representatives signed in for this meeting.
1. Milwaukee Non-public School requests for 2008-2009 Title Program Participation: November 30 student count date, December 14 deadline for application. Mr. Valent reviewed the requirements for participation and urged schools to say “yes” to participation even if they were unsure, since once participation was refused, a school would not be about to participate in the coming year. Three requirements for applicants:

a. Signed and completed “Affirmation of Consultation”

b. Signed and completed “Enrollment Summary” that can only be submitted after the November 30 count date.

c. Names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates and parent names for all students counted in Enrollment Summary submitted in spreadsheet as email attachment

2. Title IA : 
a. Title Ia service provider selection period and service provider satisfaction surveys – Mr. Valent said that the Service Provider selection period for 08-09 would take place beginning around the time of the February consultation meeting. He noted that early selection would aid in school year planning for 08-09.
b. Title Ia parent conference in Milwaukee this spring. – A conference for Title I parents from Midwestern states will be held in Milwaukee this year. Mr. Valent suggested that schools send teams of staff members and parents to the conference to build effective parental involvement in schools. MPS is also looking for schools that would be willing to serve as school visit sites for conference participants.

c. Milwaukee Title Ia District Advisory Council representation for private school parents of students getting Title Ia services through MPS – This group is undergoing a review of bylaws. New rules for private school participation are being considered. Mr. Valent said that private school Title I parents would be made aware (through Title I service providers) of some district sponsored informational sessions for parents and staff members in the coming months. 
3. Review of procedures and deadlines for making Title program requests: Titles IB, IIA, III, V.

a. Title Program possibilities and requirements, needs assessment, evaluation and deadlines 

b. Mr. Valent encouraged schools to submit requests for purchases before the holidays. He reviewed district documents and asked that schools consider sending a representative to the January training if support in working with Title funds was desired.

4. Other Title Program Updates

a. Final Allocation amounts – Mr. Valent pointed out that the allocation information provided in October may have been the final information for the year. School allocation information is available on the non-public school web site this year.

b. Title IIa – Ad Hoc Committee report – MPS is still considering the proposal to provide Title II services through contractors in 08-09.

c. Title IV grant application period (Brett Fuller– 475-8057) – Title IV grant applications will begin in January. 

d. Title IId – (Anne Knackert, 438-3677) winter course offerings - visit www.enroll.milwaukee.k12.wi.us.- Mr. Valent noted that second semester courses would be opening in December this year. He urged schools to have teachers join the non-public listserv so that they could get updates about PD opportunities directly from the district. Send email requests to valentec@milwaukee.k12.wi.us. 

e. Title III – Update on process for evaluating English Language Learners in non-public schools – Mr. Valent reminded Title III schools of the ACCESS test administration training going on at the MPS 66th and Capitol building on the afternoon of the consultation meeting.

f. Non-public School Title Program Site Visits in 2007-2008. Mr. Valent noted that schools could request a site visit to review Title program participation by calling him at 475-9122.

5. Other discussion of ESEA / IDEA consultation topics / Questions and Answers.

a. Title I satisfaction survey results were among the best ever this fall

b. Title 1 convention anticipated to be held here in Wisconsin, only cost is registration can be used to generate parent and teach involvement in title 1. Dates for the parent conference are still pending anticipated date in March and April. Convention to include non-public school using parent involvement monies.

c. Sharing information key, regarding students and events.

d. Questions were fielded regarding curriculum of Title 1 providers verses that of the school. St. Anthony’s provider was used as and example of a provider who implemented a different curriculum with great success.  Title 1 providers are very flexible in regards to their programs.  Explore different options when considering the Title I program at your school.
