To: Non-public schools participating in Title Programs for eligible City of Milwaukee resident students

Re: Title Program Consultation Meeting

Under the U. S. Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA, now commonly referred to as “No Child Left Behind” legislation) and the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Milwaukee Public Schools is required to engage in consultations on key issues that affect the ability of eligible private school students to participate equitably in Title programs. Any non-public school serving City of Milwaukee resident students may attend these consultation meetings, even if they are not currently participating in Title programs with the district. See attached agenda for information about the next MPS non-public school consultation meeting under ESEA and IDEA:

ESEA consultation topics include:

· How MPS will identify the needs of Title I eligible private school children

· What services MPS will offer to eligible private school children

· How and when MPS will make decisions about the delivery of services

· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services.

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used

· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children

IDEA consultation topics include:
· The child find process and how parentally placed private school children suspected of having a disability can participate equitably, including how parents, teachers, and private school officials will be informed of the process; 

· The determination of the proportionate amount of federal funds available to serve parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including the determination of how the amount was calculated;

· The consultation process among the school district, private school officials, and representatives of parents of parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including how the process will operate throughout the school year to ensure parentally placed private school children with disabilities identified through child find can meaningfully participate in special education and related services;

· How, where, and by whom special education services will be provided for parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including a discussion of types of services, including direct services and alternate service delivery mechanisms, how such services will be apportioned if funds are insufficient to serve all children, and how and when these decisions will be made; and

· How, if the school district disagrees with the views of the private school officials on the provision of services or the types of services, whether provided directly or through contract, the school district will provide private school officials a written explanation of the reasons why the school district chose not to provide services directly or through a contract.

Welcome (Stephanie Jones, Title I Supervisor)

1) MPS Summer School Programs (Sandra Schroeder 475-8238) – 
a) Sandy Schroeder gave an overview of the summer school website and resources - http://mpsportal.milwaukee.k12.wi.us/portal/server.pt .  
b) Please ask your students to register at the summer school office at 5225 W. Vliet St. Rm 261.  A letter of recommendation is needed from School Administrator or classroom teacher.  They are giving priority to minimal or basic level student which are levels 1 and 2.  After June 5 they will be taking 3rd and 4th level students.  
c) They will be implementing a math and science/literacy for summer school.
d) High school registration forms are available on the website.  In the high school level they need a transcript stating the failure or a report card will be acceptable also. At the high school level the curriculum is aligned with pacing guide and final exam.
2) Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Consultation (Dare Boling 438-3413)

a) Financial Obligations- In March a survey was taken regarding what kind of services you would like to see for this up coming school year while stimulus funds are still available.  The result of the survey is that schools would like to continue current services plan.  The current services plan is K4-9th grade to receive services in speech and language if they have a disability or a related service in speech or for those in K4-9th that have been identified with a disability of other health impairment, specific learning disability, cognitively disabled, emotional/ behavioral disability and significant developmental delay for K4 and K5.  Students that have been identified with the disability of autism, visual impairment hearing impairment, or traumatic brain injury are not eligible.  There is no individual entitlement because of limited amount of funding.  
b) Results of Survey and/or questions by email- Due to questions asked they have attempted to make it easier for the teachers geographically to get to their sites.  They do try to accommodate geographically the teachers.  Another question that was asked was “can we do larger groups.”  The answer is no, student don’t normally have the same disabilities.  They are focusing on being thorough with the students they have.  
c) Wait list – Speech has the largest waiting list.  This is because statistically speaking there are more students with speech and language disabilities then any other disability by far in any grade level.  150 enrolled in speech and language – 28 in K5 that are in a waiting list for speech services.

d) In the Child Find program anyone can refer a student for services but only the legal guardian can give permission for the evaluation to take place, receive services and reevaluation.  Referral forms are not on the website because they are web based.
e) Next week Tuesday 25th from 4:00 to 5:30 there will be an informational session about Child Find and eligibility in the Central Services Auditorium. For example a student that has a disadvantage in learning does not mean they have a disability.  Extended year school services.  
f) The affirmation for IDEA is on the non-public web page.  
3) 2010-2011 Equitable Participation (Catherine Anderson, Finance 475-8242) 
a) We have put out preliminary estimates for your Title I. 
b) Because we had less carry over last year, we anticipate a lot less carryover again , and as a result that’s like about 10 million dollars difference from what we’ve had in the past.  This caused us to make a lot of changes in the MPS Title I, which in turn will affect the Non-public schools.  
c) The last time I was here I said that our plan was to distribute to schools at the same per pupil.  We have done that and you will see that when you see your allocation.  
d) The biggest change you’re going to see is in other instruction- Family Literacy and that is in Title IA.  Because of that cut in Title I A we moved a portion of our Literacy program to ARRA.  We anticipate having carryover in ARRA this year.  
e) We are going to have carryover to be to fund the Literacy.  So your going to see is the difference in how your Title IA looks vs. your Title IA ARRA.  This is because there is a decrease in regular Title I and there’s an increase then we have budgeted more than 34 million next year for ARRA anticipating the carryover.  Obviously depending on carryover that amount will vary but that should be pretty close we think at this time of year to what you should have over all.
f) Again as your starting to plan you plan your first semester.  Our Title I application is due to the state August 31 so we will have it in on the 31st so we should have a better feeling well than we will know for sure what the allocation will be.  
g) We will immediately try to get out that change to you.  The variation we’re hoping will be less year.  
h) We have done some things electronically in our processes to try to get a better grip on our carryover so we are closer to the state but because of some other issues with the state that I’m sure that you have seen about in our DIFI plan we have not received that for next year.  Without having that DIFI plan we are not sure if we have to change some of our Title I.  
i) I want to also give you a heads up on some of the national things that are going on with Title I – One of the reasons they are holding Title IA at a flat level and no increases is the federal government is putting more and more emphasis into competitive grants.  It would behoove you as educational agencies to spend some time looking at us.gov and look at how these competitive grants are going to coming down.  A lot of them will be awarded thru the state and may or may not include equitable participation.  I can tell you that the public school organizations overall have been lobbing very hard to have Title IA continue to be pent poverty and to continue that emphasis on children in poverty.  There is Blue Print for Reform that is what the U.S. Department of Education is proposing for the next reauthorization of ESEA and Title I. Please know that Non-Public participation is continued.  The biggest change is going to affect public schools because there’s going to be a switch and this will indirectly affect Non-Public.  Right now there looking at eliminating SES.  I don’t know if you know what supplemental service providers are…okay if our schools are SIFI there are service providers that provide tutoring to students attending SIFI schools those service providers are licensed and authorized by the state and parents can select the service providers nationally there has been very little evidence that has moved students forward because its so independent I think its very hard for them to do an evaluation so instead what they are looking at switching that satisfies which is not subject to equitable participation that’s why is going to effect you and there going to switch that over to professional development. Whether that will be in SIFI schools were there will be that increase or all schools, if it is SIFI schools it will not be subject to equitable participation if it’s the DIFI it will affect Non-Public schools.  
j) You will be able to start spending your Title IA according to the way we have distributed it as of July 1st.  It’s good if you have a year round school and you have your students selected.  Otherwise again because of the being targeted assistance schools as soon as your up and ready, have identified your students your ready to go on that.  
4) ESEA Title Program Updates (Stephanie Jones 475-8122)

a) Title Program Requests and End of the Year Timeline- Request deadline is June 4th. 
i) The deadline for submitting request for TIIA is this Friday, May 21, 2010 by 4:00p.m.  Even if you submit a hard copy in the mail you still need to submit an electronic copy.  Supporting documents is due June 4th.  If this is not submitted on time you may not submit a request for Professional Development that has taken place this school year.  Please check your email for any held request that require further information.

ii) Please email requests@lists.milwaukee.k12.wi.us if you have a question on whether a Professional Development is allowable or not.

b) Title Programs Handbook Updates- 
i) Revisions will be made to the Title I handbook and available on non-public webpage by August.  
(1) We will do a checklist for reimbursements and try to be more specific as what’s allowable.
(2) We will also be more specific as to who is eligible for reimbursement under TII.

c) Title I & II-IV Trainings- New schools please sign up for trainings.  If you have already please get a refresher for changes that are made.
i) The first two trainings are for TI and they are on September 16th and September 20th.  
ii) The TII trainings will be September 24, 30 October 5, 2010 and January 14, 2011 - Please see Calendar.

d) Obligating Title IA Funds- 
i) Schools are not allowed to obligate funds.  Schools should not set up professional developments it must be set up by the vendor.  Please meet with your vendor to make the plans by using the Needs Assessment form which Mrs. Anderson will go through.  It will be the schools responsibility to pay for any professional development that was not authorized by their vendor. 
e) Summer School- Mrs. Anderson

i) Mrs. Anderson stated there is copies of A Blueprint for Reform (The Re-authorization of ESES) are available if you need copies.  (Copies were available during the consultation.)  What Cathy Anderson stated is correct.  The Obama Administration is condensing offering 9 grants for Title I from 31 and many of those grants will be competitive. 

ii) Those schools that will be having summer school out of Regular Title I will run till the end of June.  Our grant period is from July 1 thru June 30th.   This does not mean your summer school has to stop out of your regular Title I.  Vendors are aware that they may tap into 2010-2011 funds to continue the program thru July.  The problem comes when you have a different provider.  You might have to end the summer school in June. If you have the same contract this will not be a problem.  We are extending funds in ARRA to go thru to July if you have the same vendor.  Next year for 2010-2011 you can go into September 30th for ARRA, because the dollars do not go into carryover.

f) Materials – Mrs. Anderson

(1) Please know that the non-public schools should not order any materials under no circumstances out of any Title I funds.  Only the vendors are allowed to order materials.  Next year MPS will have a larger oversight over the expenditures (Phyllis referred to a handout – Example Invoice).  Orders should have the shipping address to vendor’s office. 
(2)For next school year Technology should be ordered by the 1st semester.

g) Needs Assessment – Mrs. Anderson

i) Next year is going to be vital that the vendor and non-public schools collaborate to identify the academic needs and showing data to support the need.

ii) Based on the needs assessment, what professional development and parent involvement is needed to improve the Title I students’ academic success.

h) Title II and Title III Allocation Worksheet – Mrs. Jones & Mrs. Anderson

i) Mrs. Jones went over the Allocation Tracking spreadsheet (pink handout) and how to use it.  Ms Anderson highly recommended that schools maintain records of their Title II and Title III expenditures.  In the past Mr. Ed Valent had provided this information to the RISAC Committee.  Unfortunately, this year, my office was unable to provide this information to the RISAC Committee.  However, if non-public schools are maintaining an accurate account of their expenditures, schools can provide this information to the RISAC when requested.
i) 2010-11 Title I Expenditure Changes – Mrs. Anderson

j) Program Development Plan - We are asking that you sit with your vendor to determine academic need and plan for academic achievement.
k) The 1st Quarterly Consultation will be Tuesday, September 14, 2010 at the Central Services Auditorium. – Please see Calendar.

l) Stephanie went over new links on the non-public website.  Letters for new allocations will be mailed out in June.
m) Listserv – Please sign up or make update of email address if you don’t receive Non-public emails for reminders changes, and information from the non-public office.  Please email requests@lists.milwaukee.k12.wi.us to be added to the listserv.
5) Title III  – (Deb Spotz 475-8800)

a) Everyone should have received their ACCESS reports by now – There’s a parent report, teacher report, school frequency report, and a report by grade level.

b) Robin Rivas normally has a data retreat so people can ask questions on how to compare and contrast information from last year and this year.  It has not been scheduled due of other circumstances.  Basically what Ms. Rivas would like teachers and/or Administrators to do is look at several years of data and see if the students are progressing, if not see where they are not progressing, is it in the Writing, is it in the reading.  Also look at test results.  

c) Timelines for next year are going to be the same as last year.

d) Parent surveys have not been changed so you may continue to use what you have.  If a new one is done you will not need to redo the surveys.

e) We are looking at having everyone tested by the last Friday in September.  We will also try to get a file out to everyone on a rewritable CD but please do not make any changes to it.

f) If you know of new students that are going to your school you can tell us now about them. If their name and date of birth is supplied, Debra Spotz will look them up and see if they already have an ELL status.   

6) Title IV Update – (Brett Fuller, Curriculum Specialist for Health, Physical Education & Safe and Drug Free Schools 475-8057) 

a) Brett Fuller stated Title IV (Safe and Drug Free Schools). Has been eliminated from the Federal Budget for the 2010-2011 School Year.

b) The Wellness and Prevention Office will continue to provide prevention and services but at a significantly reduced level while the Federal Government decides how they are going to handle replacing Title IV. 

c) The latest news that we have is that Safe and Drug Free Schools will be reauthorized not as an entitlement but as a competitive grant system when No Child Left Behind is reauthorized. This will be about a year from now. 

d) There will be a year without services for Safe and Drug Free School Activities.  

e) There is a lot of speculation as to what the competitive grants will look like. It may look like PBIS or RTI model.  They are actually framework and not services/programs. 

f) MPS is dedicated to create Safe and Drug Free Schools for students in the City of Milwaukee.
