To: Non-public schools participating in Title Programs for eligible City of Milwaukee resident students

Re: Title Program Consultation Meeting

Under the U. S. Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA, now commonly referred to as “No Child Left Behind” legislation) and the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Milwaukee Public Schools is required to engage in consultations on key issues that affect the ability of eligible private school students to participate equitably in Title programs. Any non-public school serving City of Milwaukee resident students may attend these consultation meetings, even if they are not currently participating in Title programs with the district. See attached agenda for information about the next MPS non-public school consultation meeting under ESEA and IDEA:

ESEA consultation topics include:

· How MPS will identify the needs of Title I eligible private school children

· What services MPS will offer to eligible private school children

· How and when MPS will make decisions about the delivery of services

· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services.

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used

· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children

IDEA consultation topics include:
· The child find process and how parentally placed private school children suspected of having a disability can participate equitably, including how parents, teachers, and private school officials will be informed of the process; 

· The determination of the proportionate amount of federal funds available to serve parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including the determination of how the amount was calculated;

· The consultation process among the school district, private school officials, and representatives of parents of parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including how the process will operate throughout the school year to ensure parentally placed private school children with disabilities identified through child find can meaningfully participate in special education and related services;

· How, where, and by whom special education services will be provided for parentally placed private school children with disabilities, including a discussion of types of services, including direct services and alternate service delivery mechanisms, how such services will be apportioned if funds are insufficient to serve all children, and how and when these decisions will be made; and
· How, if the school district disagrees with the views of the private school officials on the provision of services or the types of services, whether provided directly or through contract, the school district will provide private school officials a written explanation of the reasons why the school district chose not to provide services directly or through a contract.

One Hundred and Five Non-public representatives signed in for the meeting.

1) Welcome (Phyllis Anderson, Title I Coordinator, 475-8122) Began at 8:11 a.m.
Mrs. Anderson asked for everyone to make sure they signed in. 
2)     Needs Assessments (Phyllis Anderson)

Schools must provide instructional services first if funds are available.  If the funds are not large enough, counseling can be provided but students need to be identified as if they were getting instructional services.  All counseling must be academic and must show need.

3)     2009/2010 Academic Counseling (Phyllis Anderson) 

· Title I funds are earmarked to be used for instructional programs, professional development for the Title I teacher and non-public teachers who have the Title I students, and parent involvement training for the eligible student’s parents.

i. Academic Counseling services are fundable under Title I only under various conditions which were distributed and discussed at the last consultation on Thursday, April 23, 2009.   

· First, if schools have enough funds to provide instructional services to students, then schools must provide instructional services to students.   Academic Counseling will not be an option.  

· Secondly, if funds generated for services to private school students are not large enough to provide instruction, the following would apply.
· Example:  School ABC has $20,000.00 for instruction and the minimum instructional services are for a group of 6 students being seen twice weekly is $5,000.00.  You can serve up to 24 students in your instructional program for $20,000.00.  Lets say you have $22,000.00, then you would have $2,000.00 left for academic counseling if the Title I student has a need for academic counseling.

· Example:  School gets $4,000.00 and funds are not enough to have an instructional program; if academic counseling is found to be a need, you have the option of providing academic counseling to the Title I student.  

4)     Stimulus (Phyllis Anderson) 
Mrs. Anderson stated that estimated percentages for Non-public for ARRA funds are 19% to 22% and possibly $4 million dollars of stimulus funds have been set aside Title I.  She also stated that we would talk to the state about getting the funds to be used for two years. We do not know whether they will allow us to do this but we are going to ask on June 11, 2009.

· When you plan for the 2008-2009 school year, plan for two years and not just one.

· The services received through the stimulus funds must be research based and will be highly scrutinized for providing a greater impact on student achievement.  

· You may use stimulus funds for before or after school programs, summer enrichment program, Saturday academy, or home tutoring.  
· Funds used with stimulus allocations must be managed separate from Title I allocations.
5) Needs Assessment
· Vendors will meet with individual schools to complete Comprehensive Needs Assessments with the school’s input.
6) Technology (Trinette Patterson, Coordinator for Staff Development & Instructional Support )
· TIID- 

· Ms. Patterson explained that TIID offers professional development in smart boards, and concept mapping.  She also stated that you may bring back information to your designated schools.  This training may also be offered afterschool.  
· Instructional Technology Leadership Opportunities 
· Once amount are available it would be posted on the portal.
· A link will be sent to Schools and added to the Listserv for Enroll.
9) IDEA (Dare Boling)-

· Stimulus recovery funds $15 million dollars.  

· IDEA has a specific formula that must be used.  Total IDEA funds $1, 754, 896.00

· Services plans are services provided to students with disabilities parentally placed in non-public schools by the public school district where the non-public schools are located. For 08-09 special education teachers are going to the private schools to provide services (grades 1-8) and students are going to public schools to see speech pathologists for students in grades 1-12.

· Survey was passed out to non-public school administrators and parents of students with disabilities attending non-public schools in the city of Milwaukee

· Services Plan survey-participates were asked to prioritize their choices for the 2009-10 services plan

· Transportation- 

· Dual services- speech and language/ Special Ed grades K4-9

· Increase in Special Ed teachers and for grades (K4-9)

· Related services to be included based on what was indicated in IEP, physical/occupational, assisted technology, speech and language, social worker, school psychologist.
