· How, where and by whom MPS will provide services to eligible private school children, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of Title I services through a contract with a third-party provider

· How MPS will assess academically the Title I services to eligible private school children in accordance with §200.10 and how MPS will use the results of that assessment to improve Title I services

· The size and scope of the equitable services that MPS will provide to eligible private school children and, consistent with §200.64, the proportion of funds that will be allocated to provide these services

· The method or sources of data that MPS will use under §200.78 to determine the number of private school children from low income families residing in participating public school attendance areas, including whether MPS will extrapolate data, if a survey is used

· The equitable services MPS will provide to teachers and families of participating private school children

Title I – children living in poverty in the city of Milwaukee (federal law), enrollment in K5-17                
   (Not over 18 & under 5) count as of beginning of Nov/Dec., children in poverty

· Eligibility according to what’s submitted to Title I Office

· (MPS-DIFI)

Corrective Action – not eligible, allocations in spring to make sure all schools receive funds, what’s left over goes back into the pot, will get numbers after 10/31/09

· Apps sent in to DPI, DPI application does calculations and per pupil, per pupil goes down by percentage; adjustments are down by 12/08

· Fall adjustments less than $84 million carryover

· More money in Spring based on Corrective Action Plan, if enough resources in plan (per DPI)

· Title I may not go down

· Free/Reduced percentage will change for MPS because of DIFI

· Stephanie advised schools to work with provider to get testing done

· Providers should share testing data with private school staff and Title I parents. Other assessment information should also be available from the Title I service provider

c. Needs Assessments

Ms. Anderson stated that Needs Assessment forms were given to vendor, and vendors should work collaboratively with school leaders & principals in completing the Needs Assessments. The Needs Assessments helps with competitive grants the district is applying for. Eligibility lists should be in before services begin.

· Separate from Title IID – This is a benefit of participating in ITL program.

c.   IID – Competitive Grant -The Enhancing Education ThroughTechnology (EETT)
Nicole Peters stated that EETT is available to sixth grade teachers, laptop to use in class throughout school year & projector, must be returned at end of school year, priority to schools w/ITL’s.
d.   Questions/Concerns on Title IID

· Ms Anderson stated that Title IID is for professional development only – not for hardware (per Jim Davis Technology Supervisor). Last year under Title IID smart boards were purchased because it was project-based learning. On-line discussions were available, but there was no online training.
· Only schools who requested Title IID during the affirmation period are eligible. If schools are unsure of there Title IID allocations, they should contact Mrs. Jones. 
5. Title IV – Information about Title IV for 09-10 (Brett Fuller – 475-8057)

Brett Fuller stated that Title IV will be eliminated after 2009-2010 school year in Obama’s budget. He stated that Title IV offers evidence based programs which involved an application process, materials are provided, and 21% from non-public schools are served.  There will be a meeting in December regarding what funds & grants will be offered. There is a 6-8 week timeline the competitive grant process, the grant office will help in writing these grants. Mr. Fuller also stated that he will work with Ms. Jones in order for non-public to receive grants. Mr. Fuller pointed out the following important dates:

· 9/21/09 – Advisory Council Meeting 

·  Seeking non-public representation – will meet 4 times a year

· 9/22/09 – Workshops 

·  Inform schools on what programs are available in the district (i.e., tobacco, drugs, energy w/alcohol, informed parent workshops, Wed & Sat workshops)

 Ms. Anderson verified that kids within the community are able to use CLC’s.
