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Title I Non-public School Service Provider Selection for 2009-2010
Milwaukee Public Schools serves as the administrative agency for federal Title funds that are available for eligible City of Milwaukee students. In order to see that services are provided to eligible students who are enrolled in non-public schools, the district needs to work cooperatively with participating non-public schools. We appreciate your willingness to work with us to promote academic gains for Milwaukee resident students with the greatest educational needs. As a result of consultations with local non-public schools, MPS employs a “third party vendor” model to provide Title Ia services to eligible students attending non-public schools. 

In 2007, the district released a Request for Proposals that led to the recommendation and approval of the three vendors listed in the table below to provide Title Ia services to students enrolled in participating non-public schools. Program descriptions for each of the recommended vendors may be found at the web address found in the header of this letter. 

If your school is currently being served by one of these service providers and would like to continue that relationship you do not need to take any action to continue with that provider. If you will be participating in Title I for the first time next year or if you are interested in considering a change of service providers, then you need to take action during the district’s annual private school Title Ia service provider selection period.  

To assist you in decision making, MPS will allow brief presentations from the recommended service providers at the February 5, 2009 consultation meeting in the MPS Central Services auditorium. You may also contact service providers directly for more information about their programs or confer with other private schools to make a decision about the provider that can best meet your schools needs within the limitations of the Title Ia program. 
Vendor school assignments must be made soon so that plans can be made to start services promptly at the start of the school year. Schools that do not respond on time will be assigned to a vendor. Schools have only been allowed to change service providers during the annual selection period. You will be contacted by your provider to arrange details of service delivery. Contact the service providers or the MPS Title Ia office with questions.
