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Non Public School Consultation on Title IV, Part A Funding for the 2006-2007 School Year

· The United States Department of Education requires that the “Principles of Effectiveness” govern recipients’ use of funds received under Title IV – the Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities Act (SDFSCA). The Five “Principles of Effectiveness” are detailed on an accompanying handout.

· The district is in the second year of a transitioning to a more effective use of Title IV funds. A newly developed delivery model will allow for greater infusion of these principles into Title IV programming.

The following process is being discussed with WI Department of Public instruction officials:
· All schools interested in receiving Title IV funds or services will have an opportunity to apply to participate in one of evidence/research based programs the district will support during the 2006-2007 school year.  This will be a competitive process as needs exceed resources.  A condition of application will be participation in a school-based needs assessment as outlined below.
· Evidence/Research based programs have been selected based upon the following criteria:
· YRBS data and MPS school climate data

· Connection to Title IV’s goal and performance indicators 

· Schools will be provided with a comprehensive overview of each evidence/research based program (overviews included as part of the packet.) Programs will include:
