If answers to questions below are all, “yes,” then the proposed PD is probably allowable. 	Focus: student academic achievement
	Does the workshop primarily address issues that will promote student academic achievement in core content area?
	In reading, math, language arts, social studies and science.
	Religious content or focus on school rather than teacher needs.

	Eligibility
	Will those who participate be able to use the content to promote student achievement in the work they do?
	Non-public school staff members.
	Administrators providing PD within scope of their role may not be compensated.

	Access
	Will proof of satisfactory completion and invoices or proof of payment be presented along with authorized Title program request? Does the school have sufficient Title funds available to cover the event?
	MPS Title program requests form must be submitted along with any additional documentation that is required.
	School requests must be approved based upon “Title program guidelines. Schools are liable for payment for any non-authorized expenditures or commitments.

	Purchases
	Do materials address the PD goals of this Title? (Curricular materials such as lesson plans and teacher manuals are not allowed.)
	Non-consumable PD materials are to be labeled and inventoried by participating non-public schools. Materials may be used by non-public school staff members and parents.
	Consumables and supplies that are purchased and not used are to be turned over to MPS after PD event for which they are purchased.

	Reimbursements
	Does documentation clearly show payments made for items in question by the person being reimbursed? Does documentation clearly establish that person being reimbursed satisfactorily completed any professional development related to the reimbursement? 
	Payments for approved expenditures by individuals may be reimbursed if Title program request is presented and approved with required documentation. 
	Non-public schools or affiliated agencies may never be reimbursed with Title funds, even if original purchase was for an allowable item. . MPS must be reimbursed for expenditures that exceed school allocation amounts.
