Milwaukee Public Schools serves as the administrative agency for federal Title funds that are available for eligible City of Milwaukee students. In order to see that services are provided to eligible students who are enrolled in non-public schools, the district needs to work cooperatively with participating non-public schools. We appreciate your willingness to work with us to promote academic gains for our students with the greatest educational needs. As a result of consultations with local non-public schools, MPS employs a “third party vendor” model to provide Title I services to eligible students attending non-public schools. 

The district released a Request for Proposals that led to recommendation and approval of four vendors to provide Title I services to students enrolled in participating non-public schools. The vendors are: Academic, Behavioral, Cultural Academy, Inc.; The Learning Exchange; Catapult Learning (formerly Sylvan Educational Solutions) and Nonpublic Educational Services Incorporated (NESI). Program descriptions for each of the recommended vendors may be found at the web address found in the header of this letter. We are asking you to rank in order of preference your choices for Title I service provision at your school. Issues related to vendor capacity and program efficiency may make it impossible to give every school its first choice. 

Our vendors have told us that it will be fiscally difficult or impossible to provide on site services to schools with allocations of less than $6,000. Schools falling into this category can decide to:
 work with vendors to get services for eligible students at a nearby site 

 have eligible staff members and/or parents attend staff development or parental involvement sessions being offered at other sites, or

 “pool” their small Title I allocation with another school, essentially making it available to eligible students at that site. 
Title I allocations for next year will not be available until late this summer.

Important note for new schools: Title funds are based upon previous year enrollment. If your school requests participation in Title IA for the coming year, but does not have students currently enrolled, your allocation for next year will be zero. You will not need to select a Title IA service provider. You should not expect to get allocations under any Title program in the 2006-2007 school year. As new schools, your teachers may be eligible to take part in professional development under Title IID, and your school may be able to participate in a professional development with other Milwaukee schools in the second semester of 2006-2007. You will also be invited to take part in ongoing Title program consultations and trainings. We encourage you to join the non-public school e-mail listserv for ongoing updates about opportunities for non-public schools and their staff members. Vendor school assignments must be made soon after that so that plans can be made to start services promptly next year. Schools that do not respond on time will be assigned to a vendor without their input and school requests to change providers after contracts have been arranged have not been honored.

Providers will each make a brief presentation about their offerings at the end of the January 19 Consultation Meeting that will take place between 8:00 a.m. and noon at the Cousins Center at 3501 S. Lake Drive. Finally, you are encouraged to request observation visits to Title IA classrooms at other non-public schools. Rank your service provider choices from 1 to 4 below (with #1 indicating the first choice of provider). .
